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Congratulations on your purchase! To get optimum performance from your Quad Beater,
please read this Instruction Manual before playing.
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The Quad Beater has four striking surfaces, each capable of producing a different sound. Please refer to
the following chart to determine the sound best suited to your playing style (Fig.1).
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Beater Setting

Insert the Quad Beater into the Beater Holder Link with the
desired surface facing the bass drum head. Hold the beater
at the desired height and loosen the Allen screw on the
Beater Setting Stopper with the provided Allen wrench. Slide
the Beater Setting Stopper flush against the Beater Holder
Link with one face squarely against the Notch and re-tighten
the Allen screw. Tighten the Key Bolt to secure the beater.
The Beater Setting Stopper helps prevent the Quad Beater
from rotating and preserves the height setting if the beater is
removed when transporting the pedal. (Figs.2, 3).
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
