The DCL-300P Drop Clutch features minimal contact rubber washers for crisp sound and
maximum sound projection, a locking nut to prevent the cymbal from loosening while
playing, and our exclusive "no-play" system that maintains perfect contact between the
latch and drop portions of the clutch for optimal performance.
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Assemble the Hi-hat Drop Clutch with the Top Hi-hat Cymbal between the Rubber Washers and securely
tighten the Bottom Nut as shown in (Fig.1-A). Tighten the Key Bolt to lock the Bottom Nut as shown in
(Fig.1-B).

Mount the Drop Clutch with the top cymbal attached to the Pull Rod as shown in (Fig.1).

Adjust the distance between the top and bottom cymbals to your preference then tighten the Wing Bolt
on the Drop Clutch to secure.
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Drop Clutch Adjustment

Over a period of time, play may develop between the latch and drop
portions of your Drop Clutch. Should this happen, loosen the Allen
screw with the provided Allen wrench and turn the cone-shaped nut
until the original fit is restored then re-tighten the Allen screw.
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
